THE LEARNING

skills. The programme will be led by 
an experienced Three Hands 
facilitator who will help you to develop 
your own skills in these areas while 
you tackle the issues faced by the 
IntoUniversity students. 

THE PROJECT 

Your challenge is to raise the 
aspirations of a group of 6th 
formers by equipping them with a 
toolkit of critical skills, experience 
and confidence. You will achieve 
this by addressing some of the key 
challenges they face, including self
-awareness, self promotion and 
how they communicate with 
different audiences. During the 
project you will develop your skills 
and theirs through a series of 
workshops, coaching sessions and 
activities.
